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I started this essay with more research than the first one. It was easier to research and write about two opposite perspectives. Once I had all the information I started to type and discovered that this essay was much harder than the strong response essay, because I couldn’t not figure out the order it needed to be in and I had changed it so many times that I could not figure out what my thesis should be. 
I struggled with the last part as well, once again because I could not figure out the order of the essay, this is when I decided to ask the teacher for help. He gave me some hints and ideas where I could add certain things to certain paragraphs to make it sound and look stronger.  Once he did this I was able to figure the order and what needed to go where. Peer editing was interesting this time because I knew my essay was not good and yet they had no feedback to help me with the parts I was struggling on and said the essay looked fine but I knew it did not.
